Note on Recode File

1. QH603 was collected with 2 decimal points in the questionnaire. It is recoded as HA2 which has 1 decimal point, and SH603 which keeps its original format of 2 decimal points.   

2. Occupation codes were provided by Census Office of Tanzania’s National Bureau of Statistics.  

3. Maximum grade of primary school is undergoing a transaction from 7 years to 8 years in Tanzania. A lot of interviewees who were educated at school a long time ago used only 7 years to finish their primary school.  When standardizing educational variables into DHS categories, we have grouped secondary A level, post secondary A level, secondary O level and post secondary O level as Secondary.  

4. Categorization of drinking water is the same as used in Tanzania DHS 2004-05. 

5. Interview time in individual questionnaires was recorded as Swahili time. In the record, interview time has been converted to 24 hours normal time. Conversion table is shown in Appendix A. 
6. DPT vaccination refers vaccination with either DPT-HB or DPH-HBIB as asked in the questionnaire. 

7. Country specific variable SREG1 and SREG2 are created to use in the Tanzania DHS 2010 final report. SREG1 has the same categories as HV023 

8. Variable HV115 (Current marital status) has a new code 6 ‘married or living together’.  This is responding to Question 9 in the household questionnaire.    

9. According to the questionnaires, HML6 now has another value 7 ‘Other /Don’t know brand’. 

10. According to the questionnaires, M2A, M3A, M64, M68 and M72 have a label changed from the standard ‘Doctor’ to ‘Doctor/AMO’. 

11. According to the questionnaires, the labels of V384A-C have been modified from ‘the last few months’ to ‘the last 6 months’.  

12. According to the questionnaires, one of V501’s value labels has been changed from "Not living together" to "Separated", and of V502, one has been changed from "married" to "married/living together". 

13. Question 226 in woman’s questionnaire is kept as V213 and S226, which have similar but different value sets. 

14. Question 574 in woman’s questionnaire is kept as V465 and S574, which have similar but different value sets.  
15. 20006: There are 620 cases where a child less than 2 years old (HC1) was standing while being measured for height (HC15), or a child 2 years old or more was lying down while being measured for height. 

16. 20012: There are 2 households with no de-jure adult household members. (HV012 = 0).

17. 20015 and 15204: There are 920 cases where the age of a woman in the household schedule is different from the age listed in HA1 (Woman’s Height and Weight section); for 233 cases among them, the difference is 2 years or more. When an eligible woman has completed an individual interview, her age recorded in HA1 is taken from the individual questionnaire.
18. 20016: There are 413 cases where the age of a child in the household schedule is different from the age listed in HC1 (Child’s Height and Weight section).

19. 15233: There are 125 cases where HA52 (consent for anemia measurement) is missing, but HA55 (result of anemia measurement) is 3 (not present) or 6 (other).  

20. 8101, 20004: There are 6 cases where the duration of male interview (MV801, MV802) has exceeded 180 minutes. 
21. 20070: There are 82 cases where vaccination dates were less than 7 days after their previous vaccines were taken. 
Inconsistencies in the Data File 
Household and Women’s Data File

1. 11015: There are 54 children younger than 5 in the household schedule, who do not have an entry in RECH6 (Children Height/Weight/Hemoglobin) and HV120 = 0 (child is not eligible for Height and Weight) or older than 5 in the household schedule but do have an entry in RECH6 and HV120 = 1.  Information on date of birth in the Weight, Height and Hemoglobin Measurement section of the questionnaire for children age 0-5 was used to determine eligibility for RECH6.

2. 11016&11020: There are 1135 cases of currently being in preschool, for which HV106 = 0 and HV107 = notappl (preschool doesn’t have a grade in the recode).

3. 15204: There are 233 cases where age of the woman in the Height/Weight Section differs from her age in the HH by more than 1 year

4. 15232: There are 27 cases where content was missing but hemoglobin level was recorded.

5. 15233: No consistency is guaranteed between HA52 (content for anemia test) and HA55 (result of measuring). There are 41 cases where content was granted but test was refused or where content was unknown and test was recorded as being refused.

6. 16226: No consistency is guaranteed between HC52 and HC53 and HC53. There are a total of 116 cases where consent was granted but data for anemia were missing.

7. 18108: There are 9 cases where no line numbers (HMLA, HMLB, HMLC, HMLD, HMLE) were recorded for people who slept under a net (HML21).

8. 18202: There are 8 cases where people’s net number exceeded the maximum numbering of net (HML13, HML14, HML15).

9. 18204: There are 1889 cases of cases where age was corrected from individual questionnaire (HML16).

10. 1104: There is 1 case where a kid went to school before the age of 5 (V012, V133).

11. 1119: There is 1 case of inconsistent residence status declared on the household level HV102 and individual level V135.

12. 1120: There are 32 cases where the respondent couldn’t read the whole sentence (V155 <> 2) but declared to have an education level of secondary or higher (V106 = 2 or 3).

13. 2103: There is 1 case where birth interval is only 2 months (B11/B12).

14. 2115: There is 1 case where time of death was not recorded properly as instructed. 1 month and 5 days were recorded as 36 days.

15. 2125: There is 1 case where the respondent was household head (V003 = 1), but her child was reported with mother not living in the house (HV112).

16. 2126: There is 1 case where the child’s gender was recorded inconsistently on the household level (HV104) and on the individual level (B4).

17. 2127: There are 34 cases where the child’s age was recorded inconsistently on the household level (HV105) and on the individual level (B8).

18. 2128: There are 6 cases where the child’s mother was a usual resident living with him/her (HV102), but the child’s residence status was recorded as a non-usual resident (B8).

19. 2129: There are10 cases where a mother listed her child in the household schedule (HV112, V003) but not in the birth history (B16).

20. 2215: There are 184 cases where time since last menstrual period (V215) is before last birth but no children were born (V201).

21. 3217: There are 561 cases where current contraceptive method (V312) is reported but no sources of last time and first time are identified (V326, V327, V3A07).

22. 3218: There are 2 cases where the respondent’s first use of a contraceptive method was before her first birth.

23. 3222: There are 12 cases where months of use of the current contraceptive method V337 is not the same as months noted in the contraceptive method.

24. 4107: There are 8 respondents for whom the duration of amenorrhea (M6 and M7) after a birth is longer than the interval between births in the calendar. Flag variable M28 is set accordingly.

25. 4108: There are 2 respondents for whom the duration of abstinence (M8 and M9) after a birth is longer than the interval between births in the calendar. Flag variable M29 is set accordingly.

26. 4109: There are 83 cases where information about births (M1-M66) was recorded differently between the twins (B0).

27. 4113: 26 respondents stated in the health section that their period had not returned since the birth of their last child (M6 = 96), but these respondents gave a time since the last period in V226 (and did not use category 995).

28. 4123: There is 1 case where duration of breastfeeding (M4 and M5) was longer than birth interval (M27 and B7).

29. 4203: There are 2 cases where the mother was still breastfeeding others but her last birth.

30. 4215: There are 13 cases where either weight (V437) or height (V438) was measured but not both.

31. 4218: There are 2 cases where the earliest of breastfeeding (V426) was known but duration of breastfeed is missing (M4) , and there are another 2 cases where both of the information was missing.

32. 4225: There are 19 cases where the age of respondent was below 18 but no valid line number was recorded for his/her caretaker (V452A, V452B, V502).

33. 4226: There are 19 cases where consent for anemia test ( V452C) was not consistent with measures taken ( V453, V454, V455, V456, V457).

34. 4305: There are 23 cases where no vaccination card was reported (H1) but vaccines were recorded as written on the card (H1 – H9, H0, H33).

35. 4307, 4391-4396: There are 25 cases where vaccines were taken before day of birth or after the day of interview, which include BCG, Polio, DPT, Measles and Vitamin A.

36. 4407: There are 5 cases where child’s living status was recorded differently between individual questionnaire ( B5) and household questionnaire ( HW13).

37. 4414: There are 50 cases where child’s age was recorded differently between individual questionnaire ( V008, B3) and household questionnaire (HW1).

38. 4415: There are 25 cases of inconsistency about the result of hemoglobin measurement between HW52 and HW55.

39. 5118: There are 41 cases where age at first sex is larger than age at first birth or at age of the respondent (V525, V212, V012).

40. 5121: There are 430 cases where marital status was reported differently between household schedule (HV115) and individual questionnaire (V501).

41. 5122: There are 188 cases where marital status was reported differently between household schedule (HV116) and individual questionnaire (V502).

42. 6117: There is 1 cases of inconsistency between idea number of children (V613) and ideal number of boys and girls (V627,V628).

43. 7102: There are 2 cases where partner’s age recorded in individual questionnaire(V730)  is 2 and  more years  different from the household questionnaire.

44. 7106: There are 13 cases where respondent’s occupation code ( V716)  is inconsistent with the working status ( V731).

45. 8402: There are 43 cases where reported number preceding births (MMC2) is not within a plausible range.

46. 9103: There are 18 cases where length of gestation recorded on calendar is less than 9 months.
Men’s Data File

1. 1103: There are 4 cases where the respondent went to school before the age of 5 (MV012, MV133).  
2. 5118: There are 2 cases where the respondent’s first time of intercourse happened after his first birth (MV212). 
3. 7106: There are 5 cases where the respondent’s occupation code (MV716) is not consistent with his reported working status (MV731). 

4. 7509: There are 2 cases where the respondent had sexual partners in the past 12 months (MV766B) but no information was recorded to check if he used condom (MV761, MV761B, MV761C).  

5. 7510: There are 2 cases where the respondent had sexual partner(s) in the past 12 months (MV766B) but no information was recorded to check his relationship with the sexual partner(s) (MV767A, MV767B, MV767C).  

6. 7533: There are 24 cases where the respondent’s answer for buying sex (MV793) is different from his answers for the most recent sexual relationships (MV767A, MV767B, MV767C). 

Appendix A:  SWAHILI TIME 

Swahili time is widely used in Tanzania. It is on the same clock as 24 hours time system but read different. In Swahili hours, a day starts at 1 o’clock in the morning after sunrise, which is responding to 7 o’clock in 24 hours time system or as known as 7 a.m.
