Individual Recode Data Alert (Version 52)
CORRECTIONS: 

A) Composite 'Unmet need' Variables V624 and V626
At the time of the creation of the NFHS-3 data set the recoding program contained a one line flaw that resulted in the miscalculation of the two composite 'Unmet need' variables V624 and V626.  This problem, when corrected, results in a 0.1% change in one value label designation in the V624 variable, and three 0.1% changes in the V626.  The NFHS-3 Final Report tables affected were: 5.31 and 5.32.

To see a comparison of frequencies of the originally issued (Version 51) and corrected (Version 52) variables, and the corrected Final Report tables 5.31 and 5.32; see “NFHS-3 Supplemental Documentation for [V52]” attached to the Version 52 release data.

B) ‘Year of last termination prior to calendar’ (V241) and Associated Variables
A skip pattern used in the NFHS-3 questionnaire was not correctly adjusted for in the original recode program, which then incorrectly suppressed valid year values in V241 when the ‘Month of last termination prior to calendar’ value in the raw data was not valid.  Affected are the variables V239, V240, V241, V242 and V243 for 869 cases (0.7%) of the woman’s sample.  V241, in Version 52, now has 869 cases with a valid year, where previously (Version 51) these cases had been set to ‘Not applicable’.  Likewise for variables V240 and V242, although there was no substantive change, as the previously incorrectly coded ‘Not applicable’ cases have become ‘Inconsistent’, ‘Don’t know’, or ‘Missing’.  Variables V239 and V243 also now correctly reflect the true number of cases.

ENHANCEMENTS: 

A) Migration of Household ‘Education Attendance’ Variables to Individual Files

Version 52 includes a series of ‘Education Attendance’ variables that originally (Version 51) existed only in the Household (HR) and Persons (PR) files, but are now represented in all data files for the cases for which the information was collected.

Note: this is not a change in the data, but an inclusion of information that in Version 51 required the merging of information between data files to achieve.
B) Label Enhancements
Throughout the data set small clarifications and enhancements where added to the labels of some variables and value sets.  No substantive changes were incurred in this process.

Note:
All files have been updated to version ‘52’, but except for what is noted here, there have been no other changes.
