Notes for users of the Malawi 2013 SPA data files:
There are 7 data files that have been exported from the Malawi SPA 2013 data set.  The names and contents are as follows:


MWSP6IFC
Facility data


MWSP6ISL
Staff listing data

MWSP6IPV
Provider data


MWSP6IFP
Family planning client observation and exit data


MWSP6ISC
Sick child client observation and exit data

Antenatal care client observation and exit data

Each level of data (facility, provider, and client) has its own weight: FACWT (facility), PROVWT (provider) and CLIENTWT (client).  The weight is an 8-digit variable and must be divided by 1,000,000 for proper use.  The result code (RESULT for facility and P101 for providers must equal 1 for the correct weight; all incomplete facilities and providers have a weight of 0.  Weights for clients are based on both the observation and the exit interview being complete.  For all clients, the observation result code of C101 must equal 1.  In addition, for the family planning client, the variable XF100 must equal 1; for the sick child client, XC100 must equal 1. And for the antenatal care client, the variable XA100 must be equal 1. Labor and delivery do not have exit interviews.
Since this is not a recoded data file, the user will need the questionnaire in order to identify the correct variables.  Facility variables, with the exception of the cover page, the provider listing, and some constructed variables, use the question number from the questionnaire with the prefix ‘Q’   Provider variables use the question number with the prefix “P”.  Family planning clients use the question number with the prefix OF for observation and XF for exit; sick child clients use the question number with the prefix OC for observation and XC for exit; antenatal care clients use the question number with the prefix OA for observation and XA for exit; and labor and delivery clients use the question number with the prefix OD for observation. There are not exit interviews for the labor and delivery module.
There are many tables of questions in the facility and provider questionnaires.  In entering the data, these tables were defined as arrays with the occurrence number identifying the specific topic of one of the questions.  For example, Q501 contains questions related to equipment used for sterilization.  The first column (Q501A) collects data regarding whether the item is available in the facility; the second column (Q501B) collects data regarding the functionality of the item.  There are 9 items in Q501.  Thus, to identify whether a facility has a non-electric autoclave, the user should reference Q501A$02 (SPSS) or Q501A_02 (SAS or STATA); to learn whether the non-electric autoclave is functional, the user should reference Q501B$02 or Q501B_02.
Please note that the numbering in the questionnaire for this table of questions does not correctly identify the occurrences because trolley or wheel chair for instance (occurrences 21A and 21B in Q700) were added after the standard items intravenous infusion kits - pediatric (occurrence 21), instead of being numbered as 22 and 23.  Care will have to be exercised by the user for the tables of questions with this anomaly.  They are listed here as a reminder to mark the questionnaire with correct occurrence numbers before beginning analysis.

Health provider questionnaire: P604(11 items).

Observation sick child services: OC112(9 items), OC213(5 items).

The different levels of data can be easily linked.  Clients can be linked to providers using the FACIL and PROVNO variables present in both client and provider files.  Linking clients or providers to the facility can be done by using the FACIL variable found in all 7 files.  FACIL is the variable found in the first 5 locations of each file and is the unique facility identifier.  PROVNO is found in the 6th and 7th locations of the provider and client files.  CLTYPE (FP, SC, AN, and LD) and a 3-digit client number are found beginning in the 8th location of the client data.
These files are the raw data and the user is advised to review the frequencies and questionnaires before analysis.
