NOTES ON RECODE FILE
Because this survey was carried out using the CAFÉ approach, no office editor was included at data entry time and therefore variables HV032, V023 and MV032 were left not applicable.
Altitude variables HV040 and V040 are not included in the data file. 

Variable HV140 was asked to all household members.  In the standard questionnaire this question is only asked to children 0-4 years old.
The area of land own by households was collected in Acres and Kanals.  The following formula was used to convert it to hectares for variable HV245.
             HV245 = Acres * 0.404686;     { acres to hectares }

             HV245 = Kanals * 0.404686/8 { 1 kanal = 1/8 of an Acre from google } 

Codes in variable SH23N have different meaning depending on the code used in SH23U.
Codes for variables V157, V158, and V159 are slightly different from the standard but their meaning is pretty much the same.

Country specific method “Standard Days Method” (SDM) was assigned code 18 in every variable where it is present.  It occupies occurrence 18 in the contraceptive table and it is considered a modern method.
Variable V326 is made out of questions Q312 and Q332.  In order to preserve the public sector major  group (codes 11 to 19) and because the number of cases in Q322 for codes 15, 19, 20, and 21, they were grouped into category 19 (other public).  However, the original question Q322 was kept as country specific.
Variable V3A07 is made out of questions Q312 and Q318.  In order to preserve the public sector major  group (codes 11 to 19) and because the number of cases in Q318 for codes 16, 20, 21, and 26,  they were grouped into category 19 (other public).  However, the original question Q318 was kept as country specific.  

Variable V3A00I include codes I, J, and K from original question Q334 (other public sector to obtain contraceptive methods for respondents not using a contraceptive method).  Because there were only 2 and 5 cases for codes I and J respectively, it was decided not create country specific variables for those codes.
Variable MV762AI include codes F, I, and K from original question QM312 (other public sector to obtain condoms).  Because there were only 3 and 4 cases for codes F and I respectively, it was decided not create country specific variables for those codes.

The survey included vaccination for three doses of hepatitis B.  Country specific variables were recorded with the names:  SHB1, SHB2, and SHB3 respectively and they were stored the same way as the other standard vaccinations.
Time since last sexual intercourse (V527) was asked just to currently married women.  As a result variables V536/V537 were only calculated for currently married women as well.
The fertility preference related variables (V602, V605, MV602 and MV605) were only asked to currently married women and men.  For not currently married women/men those variables were left not applicable.
