Final notes and inconsistencies in the household, woman, and male recode files. 
      Household:
1. There are 4 households in which there are no de jure adult household members.
2. Relationship to head of household has been expanded to include two additional categories: niece/nephew by blood and niece/nephew by marriage. 

3. There are 21 households where the first member is not the head of household

4. Marital status was collected with no distinction between married and living together. Therefore, HV115 combines these two categories into the first value label “married/living together”.

5. There are 25 persons who reported beginning school younger than age 5.

6. Type of cooking fuel has an extended value range to include solar power.

7. There are 3 cases where the household reported water source away from house, but time to get water was recorded as on premises. 

8. There are 50 households where altitude data was missing.

9. Note that HIV weights are only calculated for women and men who are de facto, have a complete individual interview, and a valid final result for testing.

10. HV041 – men were tested for HIV, but not measured for height or weight as women and children were.

11. There are 21 cases where either the height or weight was not taken and so result code of measurement is 6 (other). 
12. There are 193 cases where child was determined ineligible for anthropometry based on age given in mother's questionnaire. 

13. There are 207 cases where child was found ineligible in household for anthropometry, but was young enough in mother's questionnaire. 

14. There are 1,274 cases where the age of child in anthropometry section is different from age in the household listing. 

15. There are 106 children whose age in the anthropometry section differs from the birth history because the month of the household interview differed from the mother's individual interview date. 

16. There are 743 cases where the age was less than 24 months but child was measured standing up, or the age was greater than or equal to 24 months and child was measured lying down.
17. There are 3,186 cases where the age of woman in anthropometry section is different from age in the household listing. 

18. There are 1,114 women where the education in the anthropometry section is different from the household 

19.  There are 4,002 women where the number of years of education in the anthropometry section is different from the household. 
20. There are 14 women who are missing either the height or weight measurement, but not both There are 16 women who consented to blood draw for HIV testing, but no barcode was assigned to the questionnaire. 

21.  There are 41 women who consented to blood draw for HIV testing, but ultimately were not present, refused, or the blood sample was lost or damaged before testing. 

22.  There are 255 women who consented to blood draw for HIV testing, but were assigned a weight of 0 for reasons of non-de facto, incomplete individual questionnaire, etc. 

23. There are 1,494 women whose information on smoking status was unavailable because no individual questionnaire was present. 

24. There are 3,189 cases where the age of men in anthropometry section is different from age in the household listing.

25. There are 1,135 men where the education in the anthropometry section is different from the household 

26. There are 3,844 men where the number of years of education in the anthropometry section is different from the household 

27. There are 17 men who consented to blood draw for HIV testing, but no barcode was assigned to the questionnaire. 

28.  There are 466 men who consented to blood draw for HIV testing, but ultimately were not present, refused, or the blood sample was lost or damaged before testing. 

29. There are 2,753 men whose information on smoking status was unavailable because no individual questionnaire was present. 

30. There are 5 cases where the field supervisor listed in household differed from that of an individual questionnaire. 

31.  There are 18 cases where the field editor listed in household differed from that in an individual questionnaire. 

32.  There are 13 cases where the office editor listed in household differed from that in an individual questionnaire. 

Woman:
1. Due to imputation, there is 1 woman whose household age is listed as 14.

2. There are 2 cases where time interview began was listed after time interview ended.
3. There are 43 cases where the time of interview is longer than three hours.
4. There are 45 women who were in households where altitude data was missing.

5. There are 6 cases where the number of years given for living in residence if higher than age of respondent 

6. There are 125 children whose ages in the household schedule differed from their age in the birth history by more than 2 years. 
7. There are 135 cases where age at death was reported as one year, and not in months.
8. There are 460 pregnancies recorded as less than 9 months. 

9. For Zambia, DPT vaccinations are only Pentavalent vaccinations.

10. The survey collected data on Polio 4 vaccinations, held in REC95.

11. There are 251 cases where date of vaccination less than 7 days after previous vaccination. 

12. There are 855 women reported age at first sex later than age at first birth.

13. There are 10 women who had given birth, but reported never having menstruated.
14. There are 484 women whose marital status in the household differed from her individual interview marital status. 

15. There are 431 women reported the age of their husbands as 2 or more years different from the household schedule. 
16. There are 22 women who received some antenatal care, but no response given about HIV transmission from mother to child. 

17. There are 122 women whose reported period of amenorrhea differed from calculated period by at least one month. 

18. There are 36 women whose reported period of abstinence differed from calculated period by at least one month. 

19. There are 6 women who reported still breastfeeding non-lastborn child.

20. There are 19 women who reported still breastfeeding, but also reported a length of time. 

21. There are 6 women whose duration of breastfeeding is missing and did not report how long after birth they began breastfeeding. 

22. There are 151 women who reported different answers for twins in the pregnancy, post-natal care, and breastfeeding section. 
23. There are 2,326 cases where no first source of malaria treatment was given because drug was not already at home. 

24. There is 1 case where no source for diarrhea treatment was given, but a start of treatment time was given. 

25. There are 3 cases where no source for fever treatment was given, but a start of treatment time was given. 

26. There are 3 women who reported having worked in the past year or currently working, but reported not working as occupation. 

27. There are 46 women who reported having been tested in the past, but did not know of a place to get tested. 

28. There are 167 cases where the number of siblings born before does not match the range of dates for respondent's birth. 
29. The domestic violence perpetrator information was collected including stepmother, stepfather, and daughter or son – labels were adjusted accordingly in the dictionary.

Men:
1. There are 2 men who reported beginning school at less than 4 years of age.

2. There is 1 man who listed their time in current place of residence as longer than current age. 
3. There are 132 men who reported using contraception with a partner who is currently pregnant. 
4. There are 7385 wives listed in male questionnaires but not found in women's data file. 

5. There are 101 men who reported age at first sex is inconsistent with age at first birth or age of respondent. 

6. There are 10 men who knew a place to get a condom but did not give a place. 

7. There is 1 man who knew a place to get a female condom but did not give a place.
8. There are 6 men who are in union but without information on partner's pregnancy status. 

9. There are 22 men who listed a desired time for a future birth, but respondent or partner are sterilized. 

10. There are 13 men who were working currently or in the last year, but occupation was reported as not working.
