HOUSEHOLD DATA FILE

1. There are 29 cases where HC1 (age of child in months) is less than 24 months and the child’s height was measured standing up or the child was 24 months or more and the height was measured lying down. 
2. In 27 households no de jure adult members were found.
3. In 455 cases the age of a woman in the height and weight section differs from the reported age in the household listing.

4. In 186 cases the age of a child in the height and weight section differs from the reported age in the household listing.

5. In 407 cases the age of a man in the height and weight section differs from the reported age in the household listing.

6. In 204 cases the age of a household member in the malaria by household member section (RECHMH), coming from the individual questionnaire, differs with 2 plus years from the reported age in the household listing.
7. A total of 6,422 households were selected for male interviewing.
8. For 138 women the education in the height and weight and hemoglobin section differed from the education in the household listing.

9. For 976 women the number of years of education in the height and weight and hemoglobin section was different from what was found in the household listing.

10. For 101 men the education in the height and weight and hemoglobin section differed from the education in the household listing.

11. For 1046 men the number of years of education in the height and weight section was different from what was found in the household listing.

FEMALE INDIVIDUAL DATA FILE
1. There is one case where the length of the interview (V801) is less than 0 minutes while there was only one visit for interviewing the women.
2. There are 34 instances where the length of interview was more than 3 hours (with one visit for the interview).

3. There are 26 cases where HW1 (age of child in months) is less than 24 months and the child’s height was measured standing up or the child was 24 months or more and the height was measured lying down. Please see note on HC1 above for the household also.

4. In 82 cases a date of vaccination was given within 7 days of a previous vaccination.

5. In 12 cases a date of death for a child in the birth history was reported as 1 year. The data should have been reported as 12 months because all death before 2 years of age should be reported in months. In this context rather strong heaping at 12 months is observed also. Looking at variable B6, age at death, 200 unweighted cases were reported as dying at 12 months and 1 case at 13 months for example.

6. In 2 cases the respondent reported that she never sex, but was married.
7. There were 1,671 instances where a woman with Middle/JSS/JHS school levels were not able to read a whole sentences or were not able to read at all.

8. In 49 cases the age of a child in the birth history differed with more than 2 years from the age reported in the household listing.

9. In 140 cases the age at first sex was reported after the age at first birth or the current age of the respondent.

10. In 395 cases the marital status declared in the individual questionnaire (V501/V502) differed from the declared status in the household listing (HV115).

11. For 162 cases the reported age of the husband differed with more than 2 years from the reported age of the man in the household listing.

12. In 23 cases the duration of amenorrhea exceed the birth interval or the period did not return but a duration was given.

13. There are 36 cases where the age in the individual questionnaire of the child’s height and weight section differs from the household because the month of interview of the individual questionnaire differed from the month of interview of the household questionnaire.

14. In 3 cases a respondent knew of tuberculosis but no way of transmission and where V474Z is coded as “0” (Don’t know = no).

MALE INDIVIDUAL DATA FILE

1. One case where the duration of interview is negative while there was only one interviewing visit.
2. Nine cases where the duration of interview was more than 3 hours with only one interviewing visit.

3. Twenty cases where the age at first sex was higher than the age at first birth of the current age of the respondent.

4. In 204 instances a declared wife of the man was not eligible for interviewing or not in the data file (when creating couples).
5. In 33 cases the wife had an incomplete interview (couples).

6. In 5 cases where a woman did not declare a man as being her husband while he declared her as his wife.

7. In 313 cases the declared age of a wife differed from what she declared in her own interview.
