Examples of growth monitoring and promotion questions included in country-specific DHS-7
A. 2016 Nepal DHS 
The Nepal DHS asked a series of growth counseling questions mostly on promotion:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]653G: Is there growth monitoring promotion in this ward (at your closest heath facility)? [YES/NO]
· 653H: Where did you attend the growth monitoring promotion sessions? [PHC OUTREACH CLINIC/HEALTH FACILITY/OTHER/DID NOT PARTICIPATE/DON’T KNOW]
· 653I: Was there individual nutrition and health counseling at the growth monitoring sessions? [YES/NO/DON’T KNOW]
· 653J: Did the health worker explain how to interpret the growth chart? SHOW GROWTH CHART [YES/NO/DON’T KNOW]
· 653K: Was weight taken at the following health contacts? A) At birth? B) At immunization? C) At vitamin A distribution D) At sick child visit?
40.8% respondents reported that a health worker explained interpreting a growth chart, with a majority of children weighed at birth and at immunization.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Ministry of Health, Nepal; New ERA; and ICF. 2017. B. 2015 India NFHS 
Similarly, the India DHS (called the National Family Household Survey) asked the following:
· (Community Health Workers section) 360 During (this contact/all these contacts) with (PERSONS MENTIONED IN 354 AND 357) in the last three months, what were the different services provided and matters talked about? [Growth monitoring of child is an option]
· (Community Health Workers section) 365 What service did you go for? (reference period is 3 months) [Growth monitoring of child is an option]
· (Utilization of ICDS section) 560 In the last 12 months, how often has (NAME)’s weight been measured by the anganwadi/ICSDS centre? [NOT AT ALL/AT LEAST ONCE A MONTH/AT LEAST ONCE IN 3 MONTHS/LESS OFTEN/DON’T KNOW]
The final report did not tabulate responses from Q365. 43.3% of children under six years of age were weighted at an anganwadi centre in the past 12 months.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  International Institute for Population Sciences (IIPS) and ICF. 2017.
