Say that for each household you have a binary variable SH that is 1 for improved sanitation and 0
for unimproved ("H" for household). You want to construct a variable SC that is the proportion of
households in the cluster for which SH is 1 ("C" for cluster, which you are interpreting as a
village). The command you want is "egen SC=mean(SH), by(hv001)". If you are using an India
survey, use (by hv024 hv001).
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
