Following is a response from DHS Technical Director, Guillermo Rojas:

Except in a few variables where the "refuse" code is explicit, we don't have a special code for
"refuse”. In DHS it is not possible to determine when a question was "refused”, except for
variables where that explicit code is part of the variable categories.
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
